When we are uncertain, we don’t see a way 
through our circumstances, possible outcomes seem only 
to produce fear. When fear casts its shadow over us, hope 
dims. That’s the moment of decision: resign ourselves to the 
uncertainty or reach for the hope of Jesus Christ.
	 Our groaning is actually pointing us to the living hope 
we have in Jesus. It points us beyond the uncertainty of this 
world to the assurance of His salvation. Christmas, the first 
advent of Christ, is the promise and foundation of hope. 
The Apostle Paul says that it is in hope that we are saved. 
So, we don’t resign ourselves to the things we can see; we 
hope for what is not yet visible. If we hope for something 
yet to come, we wait with patience (Romans 8:23-25).
	 I don’t know about you, but I need that truth this Christ-
mas. Too often, we find ourselves choosing resignation. 
Friends, place your hope in Jesus this Christmas season. 
Choose to trust in the soon coming redemption of the Lord 
Jesus. As Paul says, when we choose hope in Christ, our 
present circumstances pale in comparison to the glory and 
grace to come.

Still on the Road 
This Christmas
	 Christmas often finds us in the middle of things, not at the 
end. We sing about peace and joy, but many people arrive at 
this season tired. Still believing. Still praying. Still waiting 
for answers that have not come yet. Recently, my wife and I 
took a road trip across western Minnesota. If you’ve driven 
that direction, you know the feeling. Long stretches of road, 
little change in scenery. You’re not lost, but the miles can 
feel endless. At one point, while we were still driving and 
still far from our destination, the sun began to set. The road 
didn’t change. We hadn’t arrived. But watching the light 
shift while we were still moving was encouraging. Time was 
passing. Progress was happening. We weren’t stuck. That 
moment captures something important about Christmas. In 
Isaiah 35, God speaks to people with “fearful hearts” and 
promises that He will come. Not immediately removing 
every hardship, but coming near to strengthen, restore, and 
guide. Christians believe this promise is fulfilled in Jesus 
Christ. Christmas is not the story of people finding their way 
to God. It is the story of God coming to us. In Jesus, God 
entered our broken world and walked our roads. He came in 
love, bringing forgiveness, hope, and new life. That means 
Christmas hope does not depend on circumstances improv-
ing. It rests on who God is and what He has done. Even in 
seasons of waiting, God is with us. Light appears before 
the road ends. Many of us are still on the road this Christ-
mas. Still carrying burdens. Still trusting. Still longing for 
answers. The good news of Christmas is that God has not 
stayed distant. He has come near.
	 And because of Christ, the road does not 
end in darkness.

	 This is not how I thought it would turn out!  Last evening a 
high school classmate from 40 years ago visited, and shared 
that his 70-year-old sister has stage 4 cancer, spread every-
where. She has three months.  I have pictured retirement as 
just getting into full swing at that age! You work hard until 
retirement, then look forward to enjoying years, not weeks.  
Should we retire at 55 instead of 65 or 70?  Every retirement 
scenario ends with an empty hourglass - except for one.
	 One scenario views a 15-year, even 30-year retirement as 
way too short.  Only one plan guarantees permanent, eternal 
rest and enjoyment. Most people hope, even expect to go to 
heaven. Theirs is a wish, no more certain nor effective than 
wishing you won’t discover at age 70 that you have three 
months to live.
	 Those who invest in their souls to follow Jesus Christ, re-
ceive more than a wish. They gain God’s promise, “I will 
come back and take you to be with me, that you may be 
where I am…. Because I live, you also will live.”  Christmas 
marks the point in time when God became human in order 
to live a perfect life as our substitute, to “fulfill all righteous-
ness” Jesus called it.  For those hoping to earn heaven them-
selves, God does not say, “Try to be perfect.” Jesus says, 
“Be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.”  No one can 
gain eternal life without a morally perfect life.

Christmas Light, 
Everywhere
	 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God… All things came into being 
through the Word.” —John 1:1–3
	 John’s Gospel tells the Christmas story in a different way. 
There are no shepherds, angels, or a manger—only this bold 
claim: Christ has entered the world to dwell among us and 
even within us. The incarnation means all things are infused 
with Christ’s presence.
	 Take a moment and look in a mirror. What you see is 
not just bone and skin—you are God-infused. The light of 
Christ lives in you. Let me be clear: you are not God, but 
God is in you. That is the heart of John’s message: the Word 
through whom all things were created continues to shine in 
human lives, even in places we assume are too ordinary or 
too broken.
	 Now look at someone nearby. Incarnation means God is 
in them, too. Think of a friend, a family member, a stranger 
at the grocery store. Then think of someone you strongly 
disagree with—maybe even someone you struggle to love. 
Yes, the incarnation includes them as well. They are God-in-
fused. The same light that dwells in you dwells in them.
	 This is the scandal and the wonder of Christmas: God 
shows up everywhere—in every person, every communi-
ty, every corner of creation. If we take that truth seriously, 
it changes us. It stretches us beyond our comfort zones. It 
invites us to give more than we planned, to forgive more 
than we thought possible, and to sit at tables with people we 
never expected to call neighbors.
	 Christ fills us with light so that we may 
shine it into the world. May that light guide 
you, surprise you, and draw you toward 
love this Christmas.

	 I’m not much of a crier, but A Christmas Carol gets me 
every year—usually the Muppets version, if I’m being hon-
est. I can’t make it through without getting a little choked 
up. The story keeps landing the same point: be kind, be-
cause time is short.
	 Scrooge has plenty of money, but he’s poor where it mat-
ters. He’s closed off, lonely, and numb. Then he’s forced 
to look at his life and face what his coldness has cost. And 
when his heart finally softens, everything changes. Grati-
tude shows up, and generosity follows.
	 That’s a small picture of a bigger truth. Isaiah promised a 
gift that doesn’t fade: “For to us a child is born, to us a son is 
given… and of the increase of his government and of peace 
there will be no end” (Isaiah 9:6–7). Everything good in this 
life runs out sooner or later. But the kingdom Jesus brings 
does not. That means Christmas isn’t just a warm feeling or 
a one-day event. It’s God moving toward us. Even when the 
lights come down and the calendar turns, his peace keeps 
growing; his welcome stays open today.
	 Here’s the miracle: Jesus came to us when we were still 
stuck in our own Scrooge-ness. He came for people who 
don’t share, don’t listen, don’t forgive, and don’t love like 
we should. He came as the Shepherd for sheep who keep 
wandering. He came as light for real darkness.
	 And he didn’t come just to motivate us. He came to save 
us. He carried our sin to the cross. He rose again. He for-
gives, restores, and brings us home into a peace that won’t 
end.
	 In Christ, you get new life. Grace for your past. Peace 
for your present. Hope for your future. Merry 
Christmas from Word of Life Church.
